Proposition K Wins!!

P roposition K, a declaration of
policy calling for a halt to new
general advertising in our public
spaces, was victorious at the ballot
box in November. Prop. K won
with 62% of the vote and its passage
sends an important message to our
city leaders that San Francisco’s
public spaces should not be sold
to the billboard industry. San
Franciscans continue to oppose
commercial advertising which, if
given the opportunity, could cover
every conceivable inch of public
space in our beautiful city.

Prop. K’s passage reaffirms the
Prop. G vote in 2002, when over
79% of San Francisco voters

SFB Victory! No Corporate Ads for the
Golden Gate Bridge

Thanks to the collective efforts
of many San Francisco Beautiful
members, staff, and board members,
the Golden Gate Bridge, Highway
& Transportation District Board
of Directors voted unanimously
in October to reject the proposed
Corporate Partnership Program
eng sgd Fnkcdm F sd Aghcfd Sgd
proposed program would have
allowed corporate logos on Golden
Gate Bridge property.

San Francisco Beautiful representa-
tives wrote letters, sent emails
and attended numerous meetings
where this proposal was discussed.

Throughout the process we encour-
aged the Board members to reject
the portions of the program that
would have allowed Bridge property
to be marred by corporate logos and
messages. Thankfully the Bridge Board
concluded that the inclusion of any
corporate logos at the Golden Gate
Bridge would have commercialized
and therefore tarnished the beauty
and value of the Bridge. San Francisco
Beautiful sends thanks out to all of our
members who responded to our action
alerts for their civic participation and
dedication to keeping the Golden Gate
Bridge free of corporate messages.

Friedel Klussmann proved that one
person can make a huge difference.

I n 1947, the Mayor of San Francisco
proposed the closure of the two
Onwvdkk Rsqdds b akd b™qg khmdr- Hm
response, Friedel led the formation
of the Citizens’ Committee to Save
sgd B akd B qr- Hm " e” Entr a sskd
of wills, the Citizens’ Committee
eventually forced a referendum on
an amendment to the city charter,
compelling the city to continue
nodq " shmf sgd Onwdkk Rsqdds khmdr- Hm
November of that year, Measure 10
passed overwhelmingly, supported
by 76% of the voters. The cable cars
were saved.
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Friedel and her group rallied again
and again against new threats to
junk the cable cars in 1950, 1951,
1954, and 1971. When Friedel died
at the age of 90 in 1986, the cable
cars wore black in her memory.

San Francisco Beautiful awarded
nearly $20,000 during its third quarter
grant cycle to projects that beautify
our open spaces, add amenities to
our park system and turn our public
schoolyards into green spaces.

West Portal Elementary School
Parents Club Tree Planting: $4,500
for tree planting around the edges of
the play yard. Students, parents and
neighbors will plant the trees. This
planting is part of a master plan for

rehabilitation of the entire
exterior of the site.

MUNI Bus SHELTER
ADVERTISING CONTRACT

Hm Nlbsnadgt sgd An~qc ne Rtodquhrngr
approved a contract with Clear
Bg mmdk Ntscnng eng mdv LT MH
bus shelters and kiosks that
includes an increase in the number
of advertisements allowed on our
streets and sidewalks. Throughout
the approval process, San Francisco
Beautiful consistently opposed any
increase in advertising proposed by
the contract. While the contract
was approved with an increase in
allowable advertising, we did succeed
in preventing 750 new ads from
appearing on our streets.

SFB learned that not only would
the proposed contract allow for
25/ mdv atr rgdksdqr “mc jhnrjr
with advertising, it would have
permitted 750 new advertisements
